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Summary of decision of the Health Practitioners Disciplinary Tribunal for publication – Phar11/195P – Mrs Ann Tiller
On Thursday 1 December 2011, the Health Practitioners Disciplinary Tribunal considered a charge laid by a Professional Conduct Committee (PCC) appointed by the Pharmacy Council of New Zealand, against Mrs Ann Tiller, pharmacist of Christchurch.

The charge alleged that Mrs Tiller acted in an unprofessional manner and in contravention of the Pharmacy’s Code of Ethics 2004 when she published or caused to have published, a media release entitled ‘Massive Mark-Ups Make Medicine Difficult for Families to Afford’.  The charge also alleged Mrs Tiller made disparaging remarks against colleagues that brought or was likely to bring discredit to the profession.

Mrs Tiller from the outset, accepted the charge and gave a full and frank apology to the Tribunal and agreed to publish her apology where directed by the Tribunal.  The Tribunal found the charge upheld and accepted Mrs Tiller’s apology imposing a censure and an order that $7,500, that is, 50% of the costs incurred by the Tribunal and the PCC, be paid by Mrs Tiller.
